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The Maiden's Tower (Turkish K é z K al$o&rmoivn in thencient
Greekand medievaByzantineperiods as.eander's Tower (Tower of
Leandro3, sits on a small islet located in tB®sphorusstrait off the
coast ofU s k uinllstanbu) Turkey.

Maiden's Tower was first built by the ancieAthenian general
Alcibiadesin 408 BC tocontrol the movements of thersiarships in

the Bosphorus strait. Back then the tower was located between the
ancient cities ofByzantion and Chrysopolis The tower was later
enlarged and rebuilt as a fortress by ByzantineemperorAlexius
Comnenusn 1110 AD, and was restored and slightly modified several
times by theOttoman Turksmost significantly in 1509 and 1763e

most recent facelift was made in 1998. Steel supports were added around the ancient tower as a precaution after
August 199%®arthquake

Used as a |lighthouse for centuries, the interior 0
with an excellent view of the former Roman, Byzantine andrsto capital. Private boats make trips to the tower
several times a day.

The sultan, in an eff
thwart s daughter's early demise by placing her away from land so 4§
keep her away from any snakes, had the tower built in the middle o},
Bosphorus to protect his daughter until her 18th birthday. The princesq™
placed in the tower, where she was fredlyerisited only by her father. :

On the 18th birthday of the princess, the sultan brought her a basket of

exotic sumptouous fruits as a birthday gift, delighted that he was able to prevent the prophecy. Upon reaching into

basket, however, aaspthat had been hiding amongst the fruits bites the young princess and she dies in her fathe
arms, just as the oracle had predicted. Hence the Kkigen's Tower.

The older namé.eander's Tower comes from another story about a maiden: the ancient
Greek myth oHero and LeandeHero was a priestess Aphroditewho lived in a tower at
Sestosat the edge of thellespont(Dardanelles Leander [ceandro$, a young man from
Abydos on the other side of the strait, fell in love with her and wavim every night
across the Hellespont to be with her. Hero would light a lamp every night at the top of hel
tower to guide his way.

Succumbing to Leander's soft words, and to his argument that Aphrodite, as goddess of lov
would scorn the worship of argin, Hero allowed him to make love to her. This routine
lasted through the warm summer. But one stormy winter night, the waves tossed Leander i
the sea and the breezes blew out Hero's light, and Leander lost his way, and was drowne
Hero threw herselfrom the tower in grief and died as well. The naeden’'s Towemight also have its origins in

this ancient story.

Due to the vicinity and similarity between tBardanellesand tte Bosphorus Leander's story was attributed to the
tower by the ancient Greeks and later the Byzantines.
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
